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APPENDIX (28)1 – SETTLEMENT HIERARCHY
The current settlement hierarchy for County Cavan was developed as part of the preparation of the Cavan County Development Plan 2008-2014.   

Under this hierarchy, the settlements are categorized as follows:

· Principal Town (Cavan Town) – allocated Hub Status in NSS and RPGs: classified as:- Strategic Urban Centres that support and are supported by the Gateway and reach out to wider rural areas of the Region which the RPG’s are targeting for significant levels of growth.
· Large Towns: (population in excess of 1,500) These are large towns in the County with populations of over 1,500 persons.  These towns offer a wide variety of services such as health, education and professional as well as providing retail and employment for a wide hinterland.  They have an important function in terms of balanced county level growth and are regionally important as part of an overall strategy for balanced regional growth and as support for hubs, gateways and strategically significant settlements and routes.  these towns are regarded as development centres and the emphasis is on the consolidation of town cores and strengthening of town core retail and service functions.  It is essential that the provision of support services such as employment and community facilities should accompany any future growth and development.  These towns have experienced significant levels of population growth.  In the case of Cootehill, this growth has occurred in the environs, the Town Council area has experienced population decline in both the 2002 and again in the 2006 Census of population.  Cootehill is thus unique in the County for this population profile.  These towns have good potential for further growth and development but there is a need for consolidation and strengthening of town cores, especially in the case of Cootehill

· Medium Sized Towns: (population under 1,500):- these are towns with a similar service provision as the identified large towns.  They have populations under 1,500 and have been identified as towns for urban strengthening or consolidation.  These towns have good development potential with an emphasis on the provision of essential services, provision of employment opportunities and improvement of their retail function.  These towns are important at a local level and are in strategic locations proximate to the Greater Dublin Area (GDA) and to Northern Ireland and are situated on National Roads. 
· Small Towns with an Urban Support Role:  These are small towns which have been identified in the (RPG’s) for the Border Region as having an important urban support role and have a support function in relation to the Hub of Cavan Town.  These towns have important service provision roles in their local rural hinterlands and have good development potential.  The emphasis would be on supporting their strategic support role to Cavan Town while ensuring that future development considers the existing urban form and development service provision.
· Smaller towns with special functions:  These are smaller towns which have been identified in the (RPG’s) for the Border Region as having special functions as outlines below.  Smaller towns have some service function such as retail, community and/or education, etc.  the emphasis should therefore be on developing the potential of their functions, protecting their urban form and their special characteristics.  Small towns are important at a local level and it is essential that this function is maintained through their continued development whilst avoiding excessive levels of development.
· Smaller Towns with Local Importance:  These are smaller towns which have some service function such as retail, community and/or education etc.  The emphasis here would be on developing their potential whilst, protecting their urban form and special characteristics.  Small towns are important at a local level and it is essential that their functions be maintained through their continued development whilst avoiding excessive level so development.  These towns where identified as towns in the Census of population 2006.
· Villages:  These urban centres have not been identified as towns in the Census information (2006).  They have important local service and retail functions with some development potential.  The emphasis is on balanced sustainable growth that recognizes their special characters and avoids excessive development.  The population statistics provided refer to electoral divisions, which are considerably larger that the extent of villages.
· Smaller Urban Communities:  These communities vary in form an function, in general, they consist of clusters of housing which are often formed around or near certain essential service facilities such as churches, schools, public houses, shops etc. They have an important but limited function.  It is not considered appropriate to define development boundaries for these communities and development should be limited, with an emphasis on recognizing their urban functions. (There is no census information available for these clusters).

Existing and Projected Population 

Cavan County Development Plan 2008-2014:The 2006 Census population figures are the most recent figures available.  The 2006 Census records a population of 64,003 for County Cavan.  The population of Cavan Town & Environs in 2006 was 7,883.   

Population projections outlined in the Development Plan were derived from projections made by Border Regional Authority (BRA) in 2007.  In the BRA’s paper “National and Regional Population Projections 2006-2020; Border Regional Authority Review and Update 2007” the population of County Cavan was estimated to grow to 80,836 by 2020.  The population of Cavan Town was set to grow to 16,000 by 2020.   

Housing Strategy for County Cavan 2008-2014 (as contained within Cavan County Development Plan 2008-2014):Based on the 2006 census of population and population projections made by the Border Regional Authority in 2007, household size and household formation projections were made for the County up to 2015.  It was projected that there will be 3737 new households formed by 2015 requiring circa 207 hectares of land zoned for residential use, using an average density of 18 units per hectare.  

Border Regional Authority, Regional Planning Guidelines, 2010-2022:The Border Regional Planning Guidelines 2010-2022 (RPGs) were adopted in September 2010; the purpose of this Core Strategy for County Cavan is to show that the development plan and housing strategy for the county are consistent with the NSS and regional planning guidelines. 

The population targets for the Border Region contained within the 2010-2022 RPGs are set by a national framework of population targets published by the DoEHLG in January 2009 which outlined the growth of the state up to 2022.  The target for the Border Region for 2022 is 595,000 (see table below).

County Cavan had previously been projected to have a population of 80,836 by 2020 and now it is projected to have a population of 83,300 by 2022.  

Cavan Town had previously been projected to have a population of 16,894 by 2020 and now it is projected to have a population of 12,800 by 2022.    

2. Population Projections, Housing Demand and Residential Zoning Requirements 

Estimates of future housing demand and land requirements for County Cavan have  taken into account the population targets and the current state of the housing market.  In addition to calculating the amount of zoned land required to service the projected population, regard must be had the number of outstanding planning permissions for residential developments, the amount of undeveloped zoned land available and the number of unfinished housing estates in the County.   Full account of the role and function of each town in terms of the settlement hierarchy and the Settlement Strategy as provided for in the RPGS.  The additional population to be allocated to the County from 2010-2016 is specified in the Regional Planning Guidelines for the period 2010-2016.  The Cavan County Development Plan and the Cavan Town & Environs Development Plan has a life-span of 6 years, the period from 2010-2014 (being the remainder of the period left in the development plan) has modified these projections accordingly:

As above with Cavan Town the Housing land requirement figure for the remaining share incorporates 50% over zoning in accordance with DoEHLG Development Plan Guidelines (2009). 

Tier 2: Larger Towns/Medium Sized Towns

Population growth and residential land zoning in the larger and medium sized towns is based on the capacity of the individual towns in respect of infrastructure provision, historic growth levels as well as the extent of vacant dwelling/extant permissions in the area.   On a strategic level it is considered that the following figures are appropriate and realistic and accord with the settlement strategy proposed in this Core Strategy.

The RPGs set out 3 different Housing Land Requirement figures based on density of 12, 15 and 20.  For the purposes of this Core Strategy, Cavan County Council are using the lower density of 12 units per hectare. 

(Note: the HLA figures are based on average density of 18 units per hectare as is the Housing Strategy).  The Housing Strategy calculated a zoning requirement of 207 ha from 2008 to 2015 to accommodate the additional households forecasted. 

Tier 3: Smaller Towns & Villages
As indicated in the Core Strategy there has been significant development pressures in the smaller villages which have been to the detriment of their character and placed significant pressures on the limited infrastructure available.   It is intended that future development should be reflective of the form and character of the smaller villages and comprise of minor incremental additions to villages as opposed to larger estate type developments.  Consequently it is considered that a growth rate in the range of 5-7% of the total population over the 2010-2016 period be applied to the smaller villages and towns thereby ensuring appropriate level of growth to the settlement target.

Countryside

As indicated in the Core Strategy, County Cavan is, and will remain a predominantly rural County.  To ensure the vitality and viability of the rural areas there is a need to secure an appropriate level of development in the countryside.  In this regard it should primarily allow for the provision of housing for the needs of the local population, but in the areas of depopulation, general encouragement should be given to new development proposals, subject to good planning practice.   

In anticipating the contribution of new housing in rural areas consideration has been given to the previous levels of planning applications for single dwellings in the County (2008-549 units; 2009-335 units; 2010-72 units).  In addition the level of provision that should be accommodated in rural areas has to have regard to the general aims of the settlement strategy and the environmental constraints in providing development in the County.    

The allocation for the countryside has been calculated as follows:

The RPG’s estimates indicate that 54ha of residential zoned land is required for Cavan Town and 141ha for remainder of the County, giving a total of 195ha of housing land requirement for County Cavan for the period 2010-2016. 

We have calculated the population projections for the remainder of the life-span of the current plan (2010-2014) and thus estimate that: Cavan Town will require 36ha of residential zoned lands to accommodate the population increase and 93 ha of residential zoned lands for the lifetime of the current Development Plan.  As can be seen from the above figures for undeveloped residentially zoned lands, there is a significant excess of land zoned compared to what is actually required to meet the needs of future population growth.   
Outstanding Planning Applications

In June 2010 data was collected from a desk top survey and site visits on outstanding planning applications within the zoned areas of the towns and villages.  These figures are returned annually as part of the Housing Land Availability Return to the Housing and Construction Policy, Finance and Statistics Section of the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government. 

On outstanding planning applications the main information collected was as follows:

· the number of dwelling units that had commenced but were not completed on sites for which planning permission had been granted 

· the number of dwelling units on sites for which a planning permission of at least 2 years life remaining has been granted but where construction is not yet underway

The RPGs estimate the housing demand for Cavan Town for the 2010-2016 period is 640 units.  As can be seen from the above figures this requirement can be met with the number of uncompleted units (92) and the number of units that have been granted permission and have not yet started construction (748); total of 840 units.     

The RPGs estimate the housing demand for the remaining share of County Cavan for the 2010-2016 period is 1,630 units.   As can be seen from the above figures this requirement can be met with the number of uncompleted units for the larger/medium sized towns and smaller villages and towns (205) and the number of units that have been granted permission and have not yet started construction (2159); total of 2364 units.   

Unfinished Housing Estates 

Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government, National Survey of Ongoing Housing Developments: October 2010 

In summer 2010 the DoEHLG initiated a field based survey of all housing developments of two or more dwellings that had commenced by the time of the survey.   For County Cavan, 147 no. developments were inspected.  In the 147 developments this included 6007 no. dwellings.

The DoE figures have been broken down into 7 varying levels of completeness.   For the purpose of this document and simplicity, they are all categorised together “as under construction”. 

The DoE have provided a list of the 147 no. developments surveyed in County Cavan.   For the purposes of this document, the main emphasis is on developments that are contained within zoned lands and have more than 2 no. units.  The DoE survey included developments outside of zoned lands and developments of 2 or more.  Having examined the list and excluding the developments of 2 or less, the developments outside of zoned lands and the developments that are completed, the number of developments remaining totals 122 no. developments.  

Mixed Use 

There is a potential Residential output from lands zoned Mixed Use in the Cavan County Development Plan 2008-2014 and also in Cavan Town and Environs Development Plan. This has historically been calculated that 10% of a Mixed Use site would be used for Residential purposes. A calculation of the existing Mixed Use (in hectares) and the proposed Mixed Use (in hectares) has been carried out and the Housing Yield from same. This information is illustrated in the Table below. The Mixed Use that has been omitted from the towns and villages is located in peripheral locates and thus not warranted for the existing plan period.

APPENDIX 28 (3)  – ENVIRONMENTAL CONSIDERATIONS 

The Core Strategy is informed by key environmental considerations which are required by the legislation , in particular the Act states that ‘The written statement referred to in subsection (1) shall also include a separate statement which shows that the development objectives in the development plan are consistent, as far as practicable, with the conservation and protection of the environment, in particular Subsections (2) (c ) the conservation and protection of the environment including, in particular, the archaeological and natural heritage and the conservation and protection of any other sites which may be prescribed for the purposes of this paragraph;

(ca) the encouragement, pursuant to Article 10 of the Habitats Directive, of the management of features of the landscape, such as traditional field boundaries, important for the ecological coherence of the Natura 2000 network and essential for the migration, dispersal and genetic exchange of wild species;

(cb) the promotion of compliance with environmental standards and objectives established-

(i) for bodies of surface water, by the European Communities (Surface Waters) Regulations 2009;

(ii) (ii) for groundwater, by the European communities (Groundwater Regulations 2010,

(iii) which standards and objectives are included in river basin management plans (within the meaning of Regulation 13 of the European Communities (Water Policy Regulations 2003)’

This document will provide the baseline report for inclusion of the key environmental considerations for inclusion into the Core Strategy Statement and shall include:

· water framework directive (2000/60EC), river basin management plans – implementation (i.e. securing implementation of objectives): implementation in County Cavan

· Habitat’s Directive (92/43/EEC) protection of the integrity of NATURA 2000 sites – implementation in County Cavan.

· Flood Risk Areas for County Cavan

· Appropriate Assessment – Procedure
Water Framework Directive – River Basin Management Plans.

In response to the increasing threat of pollution and the increasing demand from the public for cleaner rivers, lakes and beaches, the EU has developed the Water Framework Directive.

This Directive is unique in that, for the first time, it establishes a framework for the protection of all waters including rivers, lakes, estuaries, coastal waters and groundwater, and their dependent wildlife/habitats under one piece of environmental legislation.

Specifically the Water Framework Directive aims to:

· Protect and enhance all surface, ground and coastal waters. 

· Achieve "good status" for all waters. 

· Manage water bodies based on river basins (or catchments). 

· Involve the public. 

· Streamline legislation. 

The Directive states that water quality management is centered on river basins, which are natural geographical areas that occur in the landscape. Management of these basins will be achieved through management plans which are created for each River Basin District.

The 2009-2015 River Basin management plans were adopted in July 2010.  The fundamental objective of this directive aims “at maintaining “high status” of waters, preventing deterioration and achieving at least “good status” in relations to all waters by 2015”.  
Cavan County Council is involved in four River Basin Districts. New booklets that will be published soon, that relate to the districts of Cavan County Council are as follows:

· Neagh Bann International River Basin District: Water Matters. 

· North Western International River Basin District: Water Matters. 

· Shannon International River Basin District: Water Matters. 

· Eastern International River Basin District: Water Matters. 

‘Water Maps’ will be made available on the website – these map the waterbodies in each river Basin district.

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APPROPRIATE ASSESSMENT  AND  NATURA 2000 SITES: ECOLOGICAL INTER-RELATIONSHIP WITH OTHER PARTS OF A CITY OR COUNTY:
Introduction

In 2007 the European Court ruled that Ireland had not been adequately fulfilling its duties under two European Directives the Habitats and Birds Directives. In particular, under Article 6 of the Habitats Directive an Appropriate Assessment screening study of plans and projects should be carried out to determine if impacts to Special Areas of Conservation or Special Protection Areas are likely.  

As a result it is now a legal requirement that all plans and projects which would include planning applications must be accompanied by an Appropriate Assessment if it is likely that they would impact on SAC’s or SPA’s

What are Special Areas of Conservation or SAC’s and Special Protection Areas or SPA’s

SACs and SPAs are sites with important conservation value, they are designated at European level.  In this way they differ from Natural Heritage Area (NHA’s) which are considered to be nationally important and which do not require appropriate assessment. 

Special Areas of Conservation 

Special Areas of Conservation are habitats of European, as well as, Irish importance.  They are designated under the EU Habitats Directive and the 1997 European Union (Natural Habitats) Regulations (amended 1998 and 2005).  There are certain habitats and species which must be protected within SAC’s for example raised bogs, lakes, rivers, salmon, otters and freshwater pearl mussels.

There are 6 Special Areas of Conservation in County Cavan;

· Cuilcagh –Anierin Uplands

· Corratirrim

· Killyconny Bog 

· Boleybrack Mountain

· River Boyne and Blackwater

· Lough Oughter & Associated Loughs 

Special Protection Areas

Special Protection Areas are specifically designated for the protection of certain species of wild birds.  They were initially designated under the 1979 European Union Birds Directive.  The SPAs provide protection of habitats as well as species and protects birds at their breeding, feeding, roosting and wintering sites.  They protect species that are rare, in danger of extinction or vulnerable to changes in habitat and which need protection.  Types of birds protected include Whooper Swan, Barnacle Geese, Hen Harrier and Kingfisher.  There are three Special Protection Areas in County Cavan.

· Lough Kinale & Derragh

· Lough Oughter and Associated Loughs

· Lough Sheelin.

SAC’s and SPA’s are collectively known as Natura 2000 sites.

What is Appropriate Assessment
An appropriate assessment is an assessment of the potential adverse or negative effects of a plan or project on its own or in combination with other plans or projects, on a Natura 2000 site.  This does not include plans or projects which are necessary for the management of the Natura 2000 sties.

The requirement for an appropriate assessment is a requirement of the 1992 ‘Habitats Directive’ (European Directive 92/43/EEC). 

Article 6(3) of the Habitats Directive requires that:- 

“Any plan or project not directly connected with or necessary to the 
management of the site but likely to have a significant effect thereon, 
either individually or in combination with other plans or projects, shall 
be subject to appropriate assessment of its implications for the site in 
view of the site's conservation objectives. In the light of the conclusions 
of the assessment of the implications for the site and subject to the 
provisions of paragraph 4, the competent national authorities shall 
agree to the plan or project only after having ascertained that it will 
not adversely affect the integrity of the site concerned and, if appropriate, 
after having obtained the opinion of the general public.” 
And Article 6(4) of the Habitats Directive requires that:- 

“If, in spite of a negative assessment of the implications for the site 
and in the absence of alternative solutions, a plan or project must 
nevertheless be carried out for imperative reasons of overriding public 
interest
, including those of a social or economic nature, the Member 
State shall take all compensatory measures necessary to ensure that the 
overall coherence of Natura 2000 is protected. It shall inform the 
Commission of the compensatory measures adopted.” 
An appropriate assessment should be based on best scientific knowledge and Local Authorities should ensure that, for Stage 2 (Appropriate Assessment) in particular, ecological and hydrological expertise is utilised. 

Appropriate Assessment Procedure An Appropriate Assessment should be conducted by suitably qualified people namely persons with the required ecological expertise and experience along with any additional expertise and experience required in each particular instance.  The Appropriate Assessment must be undertaken before a Plan, Project or in the case of Planning Applications a decision has been made or adopted.  This is because the Appropriate Assessment should inform decisions made and should be incorporated as necessary into plans and programmes.

 The stages in undertaking an Appropriate Assessment are outlined below

1. Screening for Appropriate Assessment:  Essentially the screening process tests the proposed plan and programmes in the context of the relevant Natura 2000 site and the likelihood of significant impacts.  If it concludes that significant impacts are likely then an Appropriate Assessment is required.  In some cases an Appropriate Assessment is automatically required e.g. Development Plans.  If an Appropriate Assessment is not automatically required.

2. Natura Impact Statement.  A Natura Impact Statement is produced.  This is a statement of the likely impacts of the plan or project on a Natura 2000 site and is the part of Appropriate Assessment which must be undertaken by suitably qualified people.  The statement examines the direct and indirect impacts that the plan or project might have on its own or in combination with other plans and projects.  
3. Review and examine NIS: It is the responsibility of the Competent Authority which in our case would be the Planning Authority to review the NIS, seek additional information if required, review any other relevant documentation and maintain records.  In other words to complete the Appropriate Assessment.
4. Alternative Solutions:  This stage examines any alternative solutions or options that could enable the plan or project to proceed without negative effects on the Natura 2000 site/s.  If alternatives are identified the NIS must be updated.  Where a plan or project is deemed to have an adverse effect on the integrity of a Natura 2000 site and no alternative solutions are available, the plan or project can not proceed except in very exceptional circumstances or Imperative Overriding Public Interest (IROPI).
5. IROPI must relate to human health, public safety or beneficial consequences of primary importance to the environment and can only occur in very exceptional circumstances.
Cavan County Councils Response

Forward Planning

Appropriate Assessment is required for plans and programmes’ which maybe undertaken by the forward planning team.  Theses include: County Development Plan; Town Development Plan; Variations to County and Town Development Plans; Local Area Plans Amendments to Local Area Plans; Heritage Plans; Biodiversity Plans; Appropriate Assessment should be considered for all other plans and programmes and where there is doubt regarding the requirement for an AA the department should be consulted.  (See attached Appropriate Assessment for the Variation No. 2 of the Cavan County Development Plan -2008-2014).

Development Management

Appropriate Assessment maybe required for proposed developments should it be indicated that they would have an adverse or significant impact on Natura 2000 sites.  The Planning Section has identified steps to be undertaken in order to simplify the process of Appropriate Assessment. Map: (See Attached Map: )  The map identifies:  buffer areas around all the Natura 2000 sites all applications falling within these sites shall be screened to ascertain if there is the potential for significant impacts.  If significant impacts on Natura 2000 sites are.  These buffer areas will be put on the plan reg. system.
1. Validation:If the application is located within a Natura 2000 site this will be identified at Validation stage.

2. Standard Screening Report:  A standard screening report for each Natura 2000 site has been prepared with basic information about the site and the remaining sections for the planner to complete.  If required, the planner will complete the screening and if it concludes that Appropriate Assessment is required a request for same will be made through the Further Information process.  An Appropriate Assessment can also be requested at pre-planning state if it is deemed necessary.(Notes: Appropriate Assessment of Plans and Projects in Ireland: Guidance for Planning Authorities, DEHLG, 2009Information in relation to each Natura 2000 sites are available from the National Parks and Wildlife Services). www.npws.ie/en/  
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FLOODRISK MANAGEMENT :

The formulation of the policies and objectives in respect to the management of areas at risk of flooding must have regard to the document issued by the Minister entitled; “The Planning System and Flood Risk Management- Guidelines for Planning Authorities” (Nov. 2009). The guidelines require the planning system at national, regional and local levels to: 

1. Avoid development in areas at risk of flooding, particularly floodplains, unless there are proven wider sustainability grounds that justify appropriate development and where the risk can be reduced or managed to an acceptable level without increasing flood risk elsewhere; 
2. Adopt a sequential approach to flood risk management when assessing the location for new development based on avoidance, reduction and mitigation of flood risk; and 
3. Incorporate flood risk assessment into the process of making decisions on planning applications and planning appeals. In terms of existing undeveloped zoned areas that are potentially at risk of flooding, the guidelines indicate that zoning policies and objectives should be reconsidered for any such lands where flood risk is assessed to be potentially significant and likely to increase in the future. Emphasis is placed on inter-alia; removing high risk/vulnerable uses, revisions to the land use zoning area/objectives for such areas, preparing a detailed local area plan informed by more detailed flood risk assessment addressing development issues prior to development; specification of pre-requisite flood risk measures. Flood Risk Assessment and Environmental Impact Assessment At the project level, development either exceeding the specified thresholds for Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) or development under the thresholds but with significant environmental effects and in an area at risk of flooding will require EIS. Flood risk will therefore need to be an integral part of the EIA process. Screening for EIA should be an integral element of all planning applications in an area at risk of flooding.

FLOODRISK AREAS IN COUNTY CAVAN:  In the absence of a comprehensive Floodrisk assessment for the County, the following floodrisk areas have been identified for the county based on the historical incidents of flooding in the County – Flooding Points, the details of which are available on the OPW website:  www.floodmaps.ie and on the County Council website: www.cavancoco.ie The Map of Flooding post – 2009 table.

What is Social Infrastructure?

For the purpose of this document, Social Infrastructure refers to the buildings and resources required to serve communities for social, cultural, health, educational, childcare, recreational and leisure needs.   The creation of strong, socially inclusive communities where the emphasis is on quality of life and sustainable development is the key objective of the County Development Plan.  One of the key methods of achieving this objective is the creation of places that are pleasant to live in and, as such, require the provision of these essential community and social infrastructure.   

Community Facilities 

In February 2009, the Social Inclusion Unit, Community & Enterprise Section, Cavan County Council complied a Community Facilities Audit Report for County Cavan.   This audit details the locations of 88 indoor community facilities within the county.  For the purpose of the audit a community facility was defined as “any indoor building or part thereof, which allows individuals to engage in active citizenship and where people gather to engage in voluntary activities of a civic or recreational nature with a view to creating a sense of community.” 

In line with this definition of a community facility, other facilities which would be classified as social or community facilities for the purposes of this Core Strategy were excluded from the audit such as childcare facilities, schools, health centres, outdoor amenities, hospitals and libraries.   

The 88 facilities indentified in this audit have been mapped on the GIS system (see map below).
