Eoin Doyle opened the meeting and welcomed everyone.  He introduced Bernice Smith the new Assistant Staff Officer assigned to the Ballyjamesduff Area.   
The purpose of this special meeting was to finalise and agree the allocation of the Municipal Community grants for 2015.  Funds are divided between the three municipal areas.

Eoin Doyle talked through all the applicants and the total cost of grant aid sought and granted on each project.    
Cllr Paddy O’Reilly agreed it was a good and equal spread.  Cllr. Shane P. O’Reilly asked if the show centre charged the council for use of their building for the Municipal meetings.  Cllr Paddy O’Reilly said they did not charge and gave a great service.  Cllr Shane P O’Reilly said that it was very generous of them and he asked that the committee consider giving them the full allocation for the purchase of a rotary composter to recycle food waste from the centre and the kitchen.  Eoin Doyle agreed it was possible and it was agreed to give them the extra €145 bringing the allocation to €545 the total cost of the project.  
Cllr Paddy Smith asked the same for Kilnaleck, it was a new start up group and they should be encouraged.  It was agreed to give the extra €90 giving them the full grant of €490 for their Tidy Town project.  
On the proposal of Cllr. P O’Reilly, seconded by Cllr Shane P. O’Reilly the following grant aid was approved.
