Cathaoirleach Sean Smith raised the minutes of the previous meeting.  Cllr Feeley propoposed and Cllr McVitty seconded.

Derry Scanlan stated that roadworks were coming to completion.
Update from previous meeting
He stated that there was no further update on “Smarter Travel” from Earlsvale to Drumalee Cross.

Regarding the future of Clough Oughter he stated that a request/expression of interest for service providers has been advertised. 
There would be works carried out on the Cavan River. 

There was no update on traffic calming measures at Con Smith Park in Cavan Town. He also stated that Bus Eireann have been contacted regarding a bush shelter opposite Cavan Bus Station, but have had no reply from them.

He stated that works would be carried out in Milltown Village and also that money was made available for drainage maintenance in Killeshandra-Milltown general area.
He responded to Cllr Brady raising an issue at previous meeting regarding erecting a camera to catch persons dumping rubbish, and he informed the meeting a camera will be placed to detect the individual.

Cllr Feeley asked about an update on the junction at Keadue. Ger Finn stated that he asked Road Design but there is no funding.

Cllr Greenan said well done to Derry Scanlan and road department for having Cavan town looking so well.  He stated there was huge works done around Cavan and its investment well spent.

Cllr Argue also complimented on the works done in Cavan and asked if there was any plans for ramps from Kilnavara to St. Phelim’s place. Ger Finn stated he will have look at it again. Cllr Greenan stated that the main section was between Kilnavara Heights to St. Phelim’s Place that would need speed ramps.

Cllr McVitty stated that he had received complaints about the road being rough from McCarrons towards Cavan hospital.  Derry stated that this road, Railway Road, would be included in the next multi annual roadworks scheme.  

Cllr Smith welcomed the monies for drainage.  He asked what monies had we spent around Cavan Town.  Derry informed him he would have figures for the next meeting.

Members Items
1. Development of the Local Economic and Community Plan (LECP) Presentation.
John Donohoe, and Emer Coveney of Community & Enterprise gave a presentation on the LECP
2. Dog Litter
 Cllr Argue read out a section on the Act in relation to Dog Litter.
She called on the County Council for more bins and for the dog warden to be more visible. She also asked that people be encouraged to use bags for dog foul.

Ger Finn stated this was discussed at Council Meeting and that there would be procative advertising and it is proposed to make bags available in Cavan Courthouse and all the Municipal District Offices.  He stated it will be advertised when bags are available.
Cllr McVitty supported the motion.  He stated that there were signs erected in Ballyconnell and it made people more aware and there has been no complaints since the signs went up.

Cllr Smith suggested that the Tidy Towns committees should be persuaded to take the issue of dog foul on, that it’s not up to the County Council that it’s up to the locals.

3. Traffic calming measures at the Park Lane in Cavan Town.
 Cllr Greenan stated this was the road along Breffni Park and is used by people going into Breffni Park.  He stated that there are steps that lead into terrace stand that comes right onto road.  He stated that residents were very exposed.  He asked about getting better signage about the impending road.
Derry Scanlan stated that he had looked at it and he would improve lighting and signage.

4. An update on Abbeylands in Cavan Town
 Cllr Greenan stated that there was feedback from Department as to why we were turned down for funding and asked what can we do locally.
Cllr Feely stated that it was a disgrace there was no funding. He stated that there should be a comprehensive study for specific funding from Heritage.

Cllr Argue supported the motion and said this should be a big tourist attraction and there should be an effort made to do something about it.  She also stated that the residents don’t like the name ‘Abbeylands’.

Ger Finn stated that some years ago there was supposed to be a project done but landowners were not interested and that’s where ‘Abbeylands’ originated.

In relation to the Abbey Tower, Derry Scanlan stated that it will require attention in the Spring time. Cavan Co Co received no funding under “Structures at Risk” in 2015 and we really need an allocation in 2016.  The Built Heritage Scheme is not for monuments, it’s only for Buildings that are in use. If funding is not available then it will likely have to come from our own resources. A revised estimate for minimum works is being sought.
