	5. CSP Workplan update
	 G. Boyle presented the following:
· Walking Festival – took place from the 29th April – 8th May, 2016. Twenty nine walks held over ten days. This was a great event with positive feedback. A review with the partners will be held.
· Bikeweek 2016: The flyer has been distributed and the launch will take place on the 11th June. Bike week is funded by the Dept. of Transport, Tourism & Sports. There is a six week inclusive cycling course also taking place that will finish the week before Bikeweek.

· Community Transformation: Took place in Cootehill and finished in February. There was 190 participants and the programme was a great success.
· Sports Leader: St. Mogue’s Secondary School in Bawnboy took part in this programme and 25 students completed the course. There is additional funding available for this programme however a tutor has to be sourced to deliver the course as unfortunately the trained tutor is no longer available.

· Community Coaching: The second programme is currently running with eight participants taking part. The course is due to finish mid June and one participant who completed the first course will be doing work experience with CSP.

· Funding Applications: the following funding has been applied for:

· National Recreation Week – In conjunction with Taste of Cavan
