	3. CSP Financial Return 2019
	Nadine outlined the Financial Report for 2019 and Dormant Account Report 2019 and advised that Head of Finance in Cavan County Council had confirmed figures on attached spreadsheet matched Agresso figures.  These spreadsheets had been forwarded to the Board prior to this meeting.  Nadine advised that these reports will now be forwarded to Sport Ireland to release the remaining 25% Core Grant and 10% DAF.

	4. Sport Ireland Covid 19 Club Grant Scheme
	Nadine thanked the Grant Sub-Committee for their work so far in relation to the Sport Ireland Covid Club Grant Scheme. CSP Return to Sport Scheme was put on hold until SI Covid Grant Scheme was assessed.  A maximum of €1,500 could be applied for.  61 Clubs applied through Cavan Sports Partnership with a combined total of €71,793.  There was one club from outside the county that applied.   Criteria forwarded by Sport Ireland advised that initial assessment to take place by local sports partnership, followed by a Sport Ireland second stage assessment.
In addition to the club applications, Nadine outlined that CSP also applied for the following:

1. Restart and Renewal Grant: To provide minority groups with PPE to support their return to sport & activity. €8,500 was sought

2. Restart and Renewal Grant: To provide a 6 week swimming programme for women.  €1,400 was sought

3. Restart and Renewal Grant: Walk to Wellness programme for Secondary Schools.  €13,500 was sought.

There was concerns raised that some clubs applied but were not on the final list.  Nadine advised for these clubs that CSP has applied for a stock of PPE equipment under the Restart and Renewal Grant and that any club can forward their requirements for PPE equipment through this channel.

	Nadine discussed the attached CSP Work Update Document.  The following is a brief summary:
· There will be a focus on “Special Weeks” (eg European Week of Sport) going forward

· Dormant Account Funding 2020 waiting on allocation announcement

· Dormant Account Funding 2021 funding application deadline 16th October 2020.

· 2021 Sport Ireland Core Funding Application deadline 16th October 2020.

· Nadine is part of the Sport Irelands ‘In this together’, return to sport committee. 

· Aine O’Reilly, CSDO is delivering tutor training to CSP tutors on the National protocols for return to sport for local sports partnerships. Each CSP delivered programme requires a Covid Compliance Officer to be in attendance, this will have an impact on development officers capacity to deliver programmes.
· CSP Strategic Plan is in the process of being reviewed.  CSP staff will take part in a full day strategic review session on 15th September with the Centre of Competitiveness. CSP Board review date 28th Sept.
