	3. Operational Plan Update 
	Nadine updated the board on the following actions in the Operational Plan:

· Funding received for Dormant Account Funding 2021 – Total €148,010
· Women in Sport – Girls Get Active Pilot Project – Funding received €12,500 for Arts & Physical Activity Programme
· CSP Cycling Update – Venue confirmed at Cavan Leisure Centre for an urban cycling hub for Cavan. Due to covid there is a delay in sourcing the container. Procurement is with Cycling Ireland.
· CSP 2020 Annual Report – At draft stage
· Report Deadlines for Sport Ireland – 13th Sept for SI 2020 Core End of Year, SI 2021 Core Mid Year & DAF 2020
· Upcoming Applications – Closing Date 4th Oct for SI Core 2022 and DAF 2022 funding applications
· CSP Programme Officer Position – Closing Date 2nd July 2021 for applicants.
· Walking Month of June – Great Success, over 240 people attended, delivered within covid guidelines of pods of 15, it highlighted the appetite for people to return to activity.

	4. Sub Committee’s Update
	Nadine gave a brief overview of members of subcommittees.  Finance and Grants subcommittee will comprise of Board members with the other four subcommittees coopting external members onto it.  Development Officers will schedule sub-committee meetings before the next Board Meeting. John Donohoe chairperson of Finance and Grants Subcommittee updated the board of their sub-committee meeting:

· There was €45,315 awarded to 80 clubs from 2021 CSP Club Grant Scheme

· Evidence of 100% receipts will not be required for participation activity but CSP Development Officers will supervise this and a detailed Participation Report will be required from clubs where clubs are using their own resources.
· LGFA School Club Link – 5 clubs have been selected from their grant application forms (Killygarry, Cavan Gaels, Templeport, Belturbet and Crosserlough).  By utilising LGFA clubs, CSP are meeting a key target area of Women in Sport objective contained in their CSP Strategic Plan.
